In addition, the Delta Atlanta and 
Minneapolis/St. Paul service will operate an extra week ending the season on April 1st instead of its 
typical March end date. Frontier is set to be back for its second season flying directly into Steamboat/Hayden. The resort had added 
seven additional weekend nonstops operations from Newark, Feb 11 - Mar 24. With these modifications, Steamboat’s overall program 
will experience a 4% increase in total seats over last winter.

Over the past five 
years, the airport facility has evolved with an array of improvements that touched every element of guest service from check-in 
counters to arrival/departure terminals; food & beverage outlets to retail amenities; and curb-side/baggage services to security 
screening.  
 
“With the completion of this $9 million project, the 
Steamboat/Hayden Airport is now recognized as a premier regional 
airport facility across the Rocky Mountains,” said David Ruppel, 
Yampa Valley Regional Airport manager.

Phase III, the $9 million and final portion of the overall $15 million 
plan, includes a new passenger arrival area, a second baggage 
carousel, full-service main level restaurant, walkway linking 
ticketing and bag claim, expanded TSA passenger security entry, 
improved concessions and passenger amenities including a large 
gas fireplace and panoramic window views. Overall, 8,436 sq. ft. of 
terminal space has been created and another 18,000 sq. ft. in the
